Captain John C. Reeves 
demonstrated inspirational 
leadership and professional 

achievement while serving as 
Assistant Aviation Supply Officer, 

Marine Aircraft Group 11, 3d Marine 
Aircraft Wing, from 1 May 2008 
to 30 April 2009.  Capt Reeves’ 

dynamic and inspiring leadership 
helped elevate MALS-11(REIN) to 

the forefront of the Marine aviation 
logistics community.  During one 
the most challenging and dynamic 
time periods MAG-11 has endured, 

Capt Reeves’ management of 
the supply department, coupled 

with innovative ideas and process 
improvement initiatives, reduced 

the number of non-mission capable 
supply aircraft in the group from 
a daily average of 28 to 15.  This 
significant achievement was met 

while simultaneously supporting the 
Marine Corps’ largest air group with 
more than 200 fixed and rotary wing 

aircraft.  His actions and those of 
the squadron had a direct impact on 
the group’s ability to fly over 51,000 
flight hours, complete 28,000 sorties, 

deploy 15 squadrons overseas, 
and consistently maintain combat 
readiness.
